The rules for 2009 are to be as follows: 
  
The Time – Friday 30th October  at approximately 1630hrs 
The Race - WILL be conducted by RYCV in the vicinity of 
Hobson’s Bay and be of approximately two hours duration. The 
laid course will include at least one triangle and 
windward/return with finish line off RYCV Marina Jetty. The 
first boat to cross the finish line will win the Trophy for her 
Association. The race will be conducted under the ISAF Rules 
of Sailing 2009-2012. 
The Boats - Each Association will nominate two boats to be 
sailed with their normal rig. 
For 2009 the CYAA nominates Boambillie and Mercedes III. 
The Prize - Each Association is to provide $650 via members 
or sponsors with $1100 to be provided to the Association of 
the winning boat and $200 for trophies. 
The CYAA confirms it has secured its $650. 
The Deadline-The challenge is open for your response until 
15th May 2009. 
The Future- The winning Association will have the right to 
set the date and venue for the following years challenge.
